Align the four holes
in the Paddle Handle Assembly with the four holes in the
mounting plate. Use a pointed tool to punch four holes
in the fabric to match the holes in the Paddle Handle
and the mounting plate. Insert four #10-24 Truss Head
Machine Screws from the outside and secure them with
#10-24 Locknuts. Do not fully tighten the screws at this
time. Trim the excess fabric around the Paddle Handle.
Repeat for both lower doors.

Install the upper door into the lower door. Starting with the front pin, slip the pins into the sockets
in the lower door. Make sure that the pins are well seated in the sockets. Place the door into the
opening on the vehicle to check that it fits properly against the body. If necessary, use the 1/8"
Allen Wrench, provided in the parts kit, to loosen the Collars on the front and rear upper door pins.
The Collars will slide up or down as needed to provide the best fit of the Upper Door against the
windshield. Attach the loop strip on the bottom of the upper door to the hook strip on the top of
the lower door. If necessary for proper door fit, bend the door slightly.

With the door inserted into the Body Hinges, check the fit
of the door. The lower door fit can be adjusted by loosen-
ing the lower door pin, repositioning the door and then
tightening the screws. The upper door can be readjusted
as in step two.

Locate
a Door Striker behind the latch bolt and mark the location
of the mounting hole.

The PSA seal is provided to create a surface for the lower door to shut against
and is to be adhered to the body. Shut the door while inside the vehicle. Orient
the seal so the seal lip is against the door.

Pull about 6”of the liner off of the
tape as you stick the seal to the door opening. Keep the seal tight against the
door as you remove the liner. Apply the seal all the way around the lower door.

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Care and Maintenance of your New Doors

Your doors are made of the finest materials available. To keep it looking new and for the maximum pos-
sible wear, it will need periodic cleaning and maintenance.

Washing: The fabric should be washed often using soap, warm water and a soft bristle brush. Rinse with
clear water to remove all traces of soap.

Windows: Keep windows clean to avoid scratching. DO NOT use a brush on the windows! Wash with
a watersoaked cloth or sponge and a mild dishwashing detergent. NEVER WIPE THE WINDOWS WHEN
THEY ARE DRY. Be careful when cleaning snow or frost from the vinyl windows since they are easily
scratched and may crack at low temperatures. DO NOT roll the window in cold weather. The windows
become stiff and will crack.

Zippers: Keeping the zipper cleaned and lubricated with a silicone lubricant will help prevent damage and
keep the zippers in a smooth working condition. If a zipper opens behind the slider, the slider may have
been spread apart. This problem can usually be repaired by
using an ordinary pair of pliers to bring the sides back into
parallel. Return slider to the end of

If a snap does become stuck to a stud, use a screwdriver and GENTLY pry apart to prevent permanent
damage to the snap or the fabric.
